        Answer 
1. Continuous internal assessments and end-of-semester exams are the primary tools used to evaluate the effectiveness of program outcomes and course results. The internal evaluation includes attendance, tests, assignments, presentations, and practical. The students' grades are recorded in relation to the program and course outcomes. 
2. Each department organizes hands-on learning events, such as fests, seminars, and workshops to evaluate students' leadership and communication skills. 
3. Students' participation in community development programs and their engagement in the community both have a role in determining how well the program's goals are met. 
4. Every department thoroughly reviews the results and consults with its students to find out what areas need improvement in order to meet course objectives and program outcomes.

 5. To ascertain what needs to be modified, each department gathers and assesses          student input on the curriculum. 
 6. The performance of the students in their future endeavours—whether they seek higher education, succeed in competitive tests, or land a job—is used to evaluate the program's outcomes.
