The first session was 

conducted by Ms. Susmita Banerjee, Assistant Professor and Assistant HoD of the Department, on 6th 

September, 2023, from 01:00 PM – 01;50 PM. The topic of her discussion was, the ‘Extracurricular 

Activities/ Departmental excursion/Historical Tour etc.’, where she has showcased the different extramural 

activities, the department regularly conducts all across the year, by sharing the pictures of such activities of 

the past years. She has also highlighted the aspect of Tourism and how the department of history integrates 

history and the promotion of tourism for a wholistic growth of both.
